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Minute of meeting held in the Leanaig Centre

1) Apologies for Absence
An apology for absence was submitted by Val Wilkinson.

2) Minute of Meeting of 22 APRIL 2024
The Minute of the meeting of 22 April was approved, subject to it being noted that the grit on the road at Wyvis Crescent had not been removed as stated. The Chair indicated that he would pursue the issue with THC.

3)   Co-option of Members
1) Ordinary Member
David Whiteford, Conon Hotel ha expressed a willingness to stand as a member of the Community Council and the CC was invited to consider the offer.

The CC unanimously agreed to appoint David Whiteford as a Co-opted member of the CC.

2) Youth Members

The Chair indicated that he had approached Highlife Highland (which ran Youth Fora) suggesting that 2 local youth representatives be appointed to the CC.

HLH indicated that Amelie Thomson and Argyll Kerr of Dingwall Youth Forum had agreed to work with the CC on village projects.

The CC agreed to the appointment of Amelie Thomson and Argyll Kerr to the CC.

4)  Conon Bridge Community Trust Steering Group:

The Chair indicated that the CBCT Steering Group would soon be holding its first meeting. The CC was invited to appoint 2 Community Council Representatives to the Steering Group.

Following discussion, the CC agreed to appoint John Gilmour as its representative, noting that 2 other members of the CC were also involved in the Group.

5) Bank Account 
The CC noted that the balance of the Revenue Account as at 20 May 2024 was £&&&&&&&& . It was also noted that a number of grant applications had been made to various sources. Details would be submitted to the next meeting.



6) Police Report

The Police report for April 2024 was noted, with no issues of real concern arising.

7) Project: BMX Track

The Chair indicated that the restoration of the BMX Track Project was progressing. A Local Cycle Club had now been establish and it had been asked to show that there was local demand for the track.
The Chair also indicated that he was trying to establish the actual ownership of the previous track, although additional land would be required for a track of current standards.

8)  Project: Litter pick-up at School Belt Woods

Stephen MacDonald indicated that the litter pick-up would take place on Friday 25th May, with pupils from BWPS, and some parents, participating. THC and Tesco’s had been generous with their assistance. The project fitted well within the environmental awareness being promoted in the School.

9)  Project: Standing with Giants.
 The Chair indicated that he had raised this project with the Head Teacher of BWPS, particularly in regard to health and safety issues surrounding the design of the silhouettes of soldiers in a school environment. No response had yet been received. The outcome will be reported to the next meeting of the CC.

10) Projects: Social Issues 

The CC agreed to defer consideration of this item until its next meeting in June 2024.– suggestions by Members.


11) Project: Social Media: New Logo /Website / Facebook / X / YouTube Channel

John Gilmour outlined a suggested path for development of the CC’s use of Social Media, particularly the creation of a modern logo and website content. It was also suggested that the CC sponsor a competition for videos highlighting life in the Village; the videos being categorised by set length (possibly 30 secs / 60 secs in duration) and by alternative age groups.

During discussion, the Youth Reps commented that TikTok would be a better platform for videos, more suitable and familiar to younger people.
        It was agreed:
i) That the Chair produce a draft social media strategy for consideration by members, and 
ii)  That the Youth Representatives advise on the creation of a TikTok Channel for Conon.


12) Dingwall Medical Group: Liaison Meeting with Community Councils: 1 JULY 2024: 

It was agreed to appointment the Chair as the CC’s  representative at the July Meeting.

13) Local Place Plans: Governance
It was noted that there was nothing to report on the advancement of the Local Place Plans.
