Apologies: Apologies were submitted by Kirsty Connel-Skinner
1. The Minute of Meeting of 19 February 2024 was approved
Date of Meetings: HLH were unable to confirm availability of the Wyvis Room for Community Council meetings for the remainder of 2024. However, the next meeting was scheduled for 22 April.
2. Bank Account – DB reported that progress with the BoS vas very slow. JB indicated that following a complaint to the Bank, a goodwill gesture of £40 had been credited to the CC’s account.
3.  His Majesty The King's Official Portrait – Following numerous public comments, no action was to be taken.
4. Police Report – Due to operational reasons, no Police report was available. JB indicated that one would be submitted to the CC in April.
5. Conon Henge / David’s Fort: JB indicated that Tulloch’s had engaged to services of an Archaeologist to survey the  Schoolbelt Woods housing development. Tulloch’s will make the results of the survey available to the CC, with a Presentation if required. In regard to the ornithological survey, that would remain confidential to the Company unless THC published the information as part of the development
6. Conon Islands: Ecological Survey; JB indicated that Brahan Estate would be approached on the CC’s wish to have a more detailed ecological survey of the SAC. Maryburgh CC supported Conon Bridge CC in this approach.
7. Keep Scotland Tidy: Progress: SM reported that plans were in place to conduct a clean up on 24 May, with BW School Pupils involved. 
8. Conon Football Changing Facility: Conon Amenities Association: The CAA were glad of the CC’s involvement and had suggested a sub committee to develop ideas. The CC agreed that KC; SM and SM represent the CC on taking the development forward.
10. Community Managed Nature Site and/or Local Nature Conservation Site: Agreed to propose Schoolbelt Woods as a local NCS – JB
11. Black Isle Local Place Plan- Governance Proposals. Details of the alternative governance proposals had been circulated to members. No firm conclusion was reached, as members wanted to hear about proposals for D&SLPP.
12. Dingwall & Seaforth Local Place Plan: JB to contact Jenny Bruce (Community Support & Engagement) regarding the possibility of Conon Bridge being included in the D&SLPPP
13. Social Media Presence: Hostworld – existing website not really fit for purpose. Consider new fresh website with refreshed content. JB/KC and JG to have informal discussion on way forward, with annual costs.
14. What’s on in Conon : Agreed to pull together What’s on Information, for circulation on Social Media.
15.  2024/25 CBCC Plan: Progress was monitored but noted that there was an increasing number of projects mentioned. There is a need for the CC to prioritise projects.
